The 2010 SWASAP Student Leadership Conference will be coming up soon. The SWASAP Student Leadership Conference is going to be September 24-26, 2010 at Riverbend Retreat Center in Glen Rose, TX.  This year’s theme is entitled: “Show Me the Money”. The theme will focus on financial literacy and leadership.  We will combine the subjects to make an informational and fun session for the participants. 
This year the cost will be $225.00 for students and $150.00 for staff that are attending the event.  This will cover the cost of food, board, and programming for the conference at Riverbend Retreat.  You may submit a check prior to the event or can turn it in at registration time.  SWASAP will also accept purchase orders if needed. The deadline for registration is September 17, 2010.  If you register after September 17, 2010, the cost for registration will be $275.00 for students and $200.00 for staff.  
The SWSAP Student Leadership Conference will be for all TRIO Students that are at least in 10th grade.  While we understand that TRIO often involves students in lower grades, the curriculum and events are tailored more for students that are in 10th grade to College level students.

Living Arrangements

The entire group will be sleep in a large cabin.  There are two sides of bunk beds in the cabin.  Males will be assigned to one side and the females will be assigned to the other side.  All staff/chaperones will also be assigned to sleep in their appropriate sides.  If you need to arrange additional rooms for bus drivers, the committee recommends that you put them up in Glen Rose at the Best Western or the Holiday Inn Express.  

All TRIO Staff must stay with the students at camp site. Sorry you can’t leave them and pick up later. 

Who can attend?

All current TRIO participants are welcome to attend this event. We do ask that the participant be in the 10th grade or higher.  There will be curriculum for all programs.  We will be having specific Pre-College and College curriculum focuses during the conference.  We will do some events all together and separate for other parts of the conference.  

Attire
On the first day, please try to have your participants wear a t-shirt representing your program or institution that you represent.  We are trying to represent all areas and want to use it as part of our conference theme.  On the second day, the group will be wearing the conference issued t-shirt for the entire day.  So please let your participants know that they do not have to pack a shirt for that day.  As of this time, we will not be able to swim at this conference, so please do not pack any swim suits.  We want the students to wear comfortable clothing and appropriate clothing for the event.  Also, please bring closed toe shoes for the event.

Medical Release

Please bring a hard copy of each medical release to the student leadership conference.  You will turn this in to the SLC committee for the duration of the conference.

Additional Notes

Please make sure that you or your chaperones know that they will need to be up and around during the time of the conference.  Please make sure that they will not be able to leave or go back to the cabin and sleep during their time at the conference.
